“Literacy for Life”

The Plymouth Public Library’s Adult Literacy Program is the ONLY Adult Basic Education program in southeast Massachusetts that provides English as a Second Langauge, Adult Basic Education, Computer Literacy, Life Skills and GED classes. Additionally this program matches adult learners with trained volunteer tutors. Last year over 130 adult learners participated in this program. Twenty students received their High School diplomas.
Cultural and Personal Enrichment Programs

Last year 25 Free Enrichment Programs held at the Main Branch were attended by 2000+ residents. Classical and popular musical performances, author series, seminars on computer literacy and personal finance, poetry workshops and environmental forums were offered at no charge to the greater Plymouth community.

Children & Youth Programs

Year round after school and summer enrichment programs offered free of charge for children and teens at both Library Branches. Created and implemented by our professional library staff, last year these programs were enjoyed by over 1800 children!
Senior Citizen & Homebound Outreach

Library services are brought to assisted living facilities and homebound residents of Plymouth. Also, social events such as concerts and parties are held at the Main Branch for our Senior Citizens.
